	Message Purpose
	This transaction provides a method of handling a variety of Producer inquiry messages. The intent is to be able to either receive (or send) details regarding a Producer's Appointments, Licenses, and/or Registrations and/or Training. In addition, there is functionality to enable the sender to ask the receiver to validate, based on their business logic, whether the Producer is appropriately Appointed, Licensed, Registered, or all the above, meaning they actually Can Sell. All are structured around the same basic Request and Response, but various Subtransaction TransSubType codes have been defined to indicate what sort of action, and response result, is desired. Also, the first set of Subtransaction TransSubType codes (22800..22809) may be sent as a transmittal, with no response required (i.e. a push or batch message
). 

The first basic message is a standard Inquiry Message, where all known details under the Producer (Appointment, Licenses, and Registrations and Training) are expected to be returned. This is the default message if no SubTransaction TransSubType is specified. Each subtransaction TransSubType after that is a refinement of this first message. 

Specific SubTransaction TransSubType definitions include:

Default, provide all known Producer Appointment, License, and Registration and Training Details and Personal Details 
22801
Appointment Only Inquiry, provide just appointments info (including LineOfAuthority).

What Can Producer Sell? – Given the Producer’s ID, Appointment State and Carrier Code, what products can they sell?… As they are actively appointed and having active supporting licenses with the appropriate lines of authority in the state which was indicated in the request message. Only requires the Party and Producer objects (shown below) as the input (not the Holding object).

Additionally, there are specific affirmative or negative response messages that instead of returning the detail only indicate that the producer does satisfy the question asked given the data provided.

Producer Code Change – To notify the receiving Agent/Producer that the Carrier has changed their ProducerCode producer code (agent code).

Can Producer Sell? – Given the Producer Entity Recognition, and details about the product and jurisdiction, this producer is actively appointed with active supporting licenses and/or registrations with the appropriate lines of authority in the proper jurisdiction and meets any additional business requirements by the carrier to sell which were indicated in the request message. 
22811
Is Producer Appointed? – Given Producer Entity Recognition only, indicates if he’s appointed. 
22812
Is Producer Licensed? – Given Producer Entity Recognition, State and Line Of Business, indicates if he’s licensed in the Jurisdiction provided. 
22813
Is Producer Registered? – Given the Producer Entity Recognition and Line Of Business, indicates he’s registered to sell this line of business. 
22814

Is Producer Trained? – Given Producer Entity Recognition, State, and Product Information, indicates he’s received the proper training to sell this policy.
22815

Producer Training Inquiry – Provide producer’s training information
22816

Producer Course Inquiry – Provide producer’s specific training course transcript
For every message except 22810 – Can Sell, there isn’t sufficient info to answer the full question can the producer sell. Thus, several more granular responses have been defined (see ResultInfoCode details below). 

It is up to the Receiver/Service Provider to define the business rules applied to the answer to the logic questions for messages 22810 and above. 

For cases where Commissions or other privileges may be withheld, but the Producer can still sell (e.g. internal and not external restrictions), the appropriate response is to answer affirmatively, Yes - Can Sell but indicate in the ResultInfoDesc what the extenuating condition is. 

This message is intended for a single agent or agency. If multiple agents (e.g. 2 or more agents on an app., etc.), then each must be sent as its own message. Similarly, the response is related to this Producer. 

Entity Recognition Rules 

In order for the receiver to know who it is you are inquiring about, the sender must send either: 

· CompanyProducerID + CarrierCode, or

· GovtID + GovtIDTC, or

· FirstName + LastName + DateOfBirth, BirthDate, or

· NIPRNumber

Generally, send all the details you know to insure a unique match on the receiver's end. If additional information is sent (e.g. additional Policy details, etc.), then it is expected that the receiver will use this additional info in its validation of whether the Producer Can Sell (or other TransSubType 22810+ msgs).
