	To document the Implementation Conventions for Table Sublists

	Business reason 
	There are many lookup tables in the standard that make use of the “sublist” feature. However, implementation of this feature is not consistent across the tables. In some cases, the sublist is intended to document a restriction as to the use of the codes in the table. Other times, the sublist provides non-restrictive guidance as to the use of the component codes. Other tables have no sublists at all or use the feature inconsistently.
LAWG Issue #2 is documented as follows:

“Lookup table sublist - Review use of sublists in Lookup Tables to document usage and apply guidelines for future support of sublists.” Due to the volume of tables and sublists in the standard, LAWG went to the Program Working Group (PWG) for advice on prioritizing these tables. 
The PWG recommendation for this initial MR was for LAWG to document the ways in which tables COULD be sublisted and when sublists should be applied. Once this foundational material is approved, it will be easier to categorize the actual sublist usage. 

This MR is LAWG’s response to the PWG recommendation.

	4.23 (How to handle the) Use of table sublists
4.23.01 Sublists may provide restriction(s) as to the use of the codes in the list. Examples include:

a.
Transaction Sub Type – the sublist usage is documented as a note in the table, as follows: 

Transaction Sub Types are assigned using the following convention: xxxyy, where xxx is the type code value for the parent transaction and yy is sequentially valued. Unless otherwise specified in the transaction documentation, an xxx00 sub transaction number would indicate a base or generic version of the parent transaction. A Transaction Sub Type may ONLY be used under its corresponding parent transaction or the corresponding transmittal version of that parent transaction. For example, sub type 22801 is valid for both the 228 transaction and its corresponding transmittal version 1228. The Sublist value contains the English name of the parent transaction. Note that, unless otherwise specified in the transaction documentation, Inquiry transactions share Transaction Sub Type values with their corresponding transmittal versions even though the transmittal versions may not be identified in the Sublist field. 

b.
Rider Sub Type – the sublist usage is documented as a note in the table, as follows:
The Sublist the Rider Sub Type Lookup Table is used to restrict the Rider Type that must be used in combination with each Rider Sub Type (refer to Rider Type Lookup Table). The Sublist value is the type code (tc) value of the Rider Type Lookup Table, for example, 202 refers to the Rider Type of Surrender Charge Waiver. 

c.
Requirement Code – the sublist usage is documented as follows:

The Sublist value in this code list corresponds to the Requirement Category designated for each Requirement Code. Reference OLI_LU_REQCAT for values. 

Note that deprecated values are sublisted "zDeprecated - Do not use." since they may not fall into a particular Requirement Category. This will sort them to the bottom of the list.

4.23.03 Deprecated codes that exist in tables with sublists should be sublisted with “zDeprecated – Do not use” to classify them consistently and to allow them to sort to the bottom of the table. This improves readability for the codes that are not deprecated.

4.23.04 Many tables have no sublists at all. This means that no formal restriction or classification has been assigned to the values. If a restriction or classification is deemed appropriate after a table is created, it may be added via MR upon agreement from the membership.
4.23.05 Guidelines surrounding the inclusion of sublists to new tables are yet to be determined.
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
