	Message Purpose
	To add an Attachment (note) to a contract. A note may be added to a contract as a result of a client request, an underwriter note. It is not a physical file that is being attached. The TextInd property of the Attachment Object is used to indicate a Note. An Attachment aggregate with an AttachmentBasicType of 1 - This attachment is text only. Used for comments, notes, etc and the appropriate AttachmentType should be used to communicate the note.
A client calls to notify the carrier that they have changed their name, address, etc. The Customer Service Rep. loads a note to the contract indicating the client change request, and if necessary, sends out any required documents. Before a Name Change is processed, the carrier must have proof that the Name has been changed and requires supporting documentation before a Name Update transaction can be processed. The original Note that was added to the contract is kept on file. In many cases, it is used for historical information or to validate when a request was made. 

If a Top-Level aggregate is not defined in this transaction, then it cannot be used.
